12 Press Areas
- marked by yellow-black barrier tape

Press Shuttle

Transfer times according to shuttle scedule

Station 1 = Press Area (PZ) 3

Station 2=PZ 4 und 5

Station 3 = PZ 6, access for 7 and 8 via spectator area

Station4=PZ9

Station5=PZ 10

Station 6 = PZ 12; reversal point for shuttle; access to PZ 11 via spectator area

Boarding for shuttle transfer downhill only at the designated stations 1 — 6 possible!
It is not allowed to leave the press areas during the races. If, then only backwards over the spectator area.

The instructions of the marshals must be followed. Approval to walk on the track during the retrieval is only
possible after consultation with the marshals!

Each press kit has a number and must be worn visibly.

Offenses and not follow-up of the instructions of the marshals will be punished with immediate withdrawal
of the press kit and will result in an accreditation ban for all MSC Rottenegg events!

ATTENTION! General alcohol ban = alcohol limit 0,00!!

Limited number of people for press zones:
PZ 1 =5 Personen

PZ 2 (marshal 1) = 5 persons

PZ 7 (marshal 10) = 5 persons

PZ 8 (marshal 12) = 5 persons

PZ 9 (marshal 17) =5 persons

possible.
